For those of you who will be
attending the April semnar on Credit
Scoring (read categorizing risk
profiles), the May topic is a natura
fit inthat it is another way of
under st andi ng risk. Analyzing the Cash
Fl ow statenent is a prequel and an
el ement to developing a risk profile of
your custoner.

Therefore, if you really want to get
on top of the risk profile concept, nake
sure to go to both neetings.
